Bob Alder, member of the IAPMO Plumbing Technical Committee (TC), talked on various code changes that will be discussed at the annual TC meeting on April 23 thru the 27th.  Controversial topics that will be discussed are the removal of air chambers in the code, use of CPVC for domestic water, wet venting, waterless urinals and the use of mechanical venting devices (Studor Vent). 
Phil Ribbs from PHR Consultants also spoke on various code changes including waterless urinals and horizontal wet venting. He also presented an article and correspondence relating to the pending lawsuit concerning the failure of PEX hot and cold water distribution systems in over 5,300 homes in Las Vegas with an average age of 2-3 years old. There appears to be potentially as many as 50,000 homes affected.
Sarah Aguilar said she would scan the documents and e-mail them out to everyone on the e-mail list. The articles will also be attached to the meeting minutes for your review.
